Councilor Jane Underhill says:

King Township is a lower tier municipality and the upper tier does not currently appear to commit the dollars/expertise ... while changes are obvious/discernible.... any suggestions? We don’t have the kind of funding necessary to do the work here.
This is a great question - Chapters 5 and 6 address this. You are right that building internal capacity is important to launch a full process, but there are activities you can undertake in the near term without that capacity. When limited resources or political will keep you from launching a full process, I would suggest focusing on developing your case about why it’s important, and identifying a champion (very preferably high-level) who can carry that message in public speeches or high-profile meetings. Also, if you have some degree of high-level support, you can identify an internal point person - perhaps an existing staff member who takes on the additional responsibility of coordinating preparedness activities. In King County, for instance, before we had full-time staff on this, we conducted “brown bag” lunch seminars to discuss climate change informally. We have also incorporated climate change into our Comprehensive Planning process and other plans. More information on this is in our guidebook.
